-Use considered lighting.

-Think carefully about the
sounds that you will use,
e.g. music and sound
effects.

-Consider the use of a green
screen for settings.

Editing Videos

Windows Movie Maker is one example of a
video editing tool, but many others are

available. Examples include WeVideo, Nero
Video, and Apple iMovie.

In order to edit your video,
you first need to import it
from your device to the
computer. You then need to
import it into Movie Maker
by clicking ‘Add videos and
photos.’

The trim tool allows you to
move excess video from the
beginning or the end.

By right-clicking on the
video thumbnail, you can
choose to ‘split’ the video
into pieces. The different
pieces can be moved or
deleted.

A number of special effects
are available, including
using animations and
transitions between shots.
You can also add text in

captions.
